Coordinator
Al-Farabi Kazakh National University (hereinafter – KazNU). 

Gairat Sapargaliyev Research Institute of State and Law (hereinafter referred to as the Institute) is a co-executor of the KazNU on the scientific anticorruption expertise of projects of normative legal acts.
Stage of the normative process at which the expertise is conducted
Scientific anticorruption expert reviews of draft regulatory legal acts are conducted prior to their submission for approval to the justice authorities (the Ministry of Justice and the Department of Justice).
Electronic way of submitting documents for expertise.
KazNU and the Institute are registered in the Documentolog system, as well as in the Unified System for Electronic Document Management of Government Agencies (hereinafter – EDMS).
When sending the draft regulations through electronic systems in the «addressee» line, the developer chooses «Al-Farabi Kazakh National University» or «Gairat Sapargaliyev Research Institute of State and Law». 

For reference: When sending documents on EDMS or Documentolog, there is no need to provide a paper version of the project, as under the Law of the Republic of Kazakhstan «On electronic document and electronic digital signature», an electronic document certified through EDS is equivalent to a signed document on paper.

Materials sent for expert review
The developer sends the following materials to the coordinator for scientific anticorruption expertise:

1) draft regulatory legal act (in Kazakh and Russian);

2) explanatory note to the draft regulatory legal act (in the Kazakh and Russian languages) (if available);

3) comparative table to the draft regulatory legal act when introducing amendments and additions to the existing regulatory legal acts with the corresponding justification of the amendments and additions introduced (in Kazakh and Russian);

4) concept of the draft law (in the Kazakh and Russian languages) (if available);

5) statistical data on the problem under study (if available).

The requirement for scientific anti-corruption expertise does not apply to projects:
regulatory legal decrees of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

regulatory legal acts of the President of the Security Council of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

regulatory decrees of the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan and its Chambers;

normative decrees of the Constitutional Council;

normative decrees of the Supreme Court of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

resolutions of the Government providing for submission of draft legislative acts to the Majilis of the Parliament of the Republic of Kazakhstan and draft decrees of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan for consideration of the President of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

normative legal acts on recognition of normative legal acts as invalid;

normative legal acts providing decision-making on establishment (cancellation) of a quarantine zone with introduction of a quarantine regime in corresponding territory, on establishment (removal) of quarantine and (or) limiting actions in cases provided by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan in the field of veterinary science, and also announcement of emergency situation of natural and technogenic character;

regulatory legal acts on the establishment of polling stations and identification of places for placement of campaign printed materials;

normative legal acts on formation, abolition and transformation of administrative-territorial units, establishment and change of their borders and subordination, their name and renaming, and also specification and change of transcription of their names;

regulatory enactments on the name and renaming of constituent parts of settlements, as well as specifying and changing the transcription of their names; 

normative legal acts on the approval of the state list of historical and cultural monuments of national and local importance;

regulatory legal acts on the approval of budgets of all levels;

regulatory legal acts on guaranteed transfer from the National Fund of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

regulatory legal acts on the volume of transfers of a general nature between the republican and regional budgets, budgets of cities of republican significance, the capital;

normative legal acts on approval of limit tariffs and prices stipulated by the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan;

regulatory legal acts on the establishment of public easement;

regulatory legal acts on approval of qualification requirements for administrative public positions;

regulatory legal acts containing state secrets and other secrets protected by law, as well as those marked «For official use», «Without publication in the press», «Not for press».

At the same time, the requirement to conduct a scientific anti-corruption expert examination also does not apply to regulatory legal acts providing for amendments and additions to regulatory legal acts provided for in this paragraph of the Rules.

Step two - carrying out the expertise
Terms of the expertise
According to the Regulations, the period of anticorruption expertise is up to 10 working days for draft by-laws and up to 15 working days for draft laws. If necessary and only with the consent of the developer, the period for conducting the expertise may be extended to 5 working days.
Expertise report 
The expert findings are sent to the developer by means of a cover letter through the document management system signed by the EDS of the authorized person. In addition, the conclusions are published on the official internet resource of KazNU https://www.kaznu.kz/ru
Interaction with experts during the audit
In order to comply with the principle of independence of expert activities, it is not possible to interact with experts during an expert review.
Step three - interaction after the expertise has been carried out
Consultative meetings
The developer has the right to organize a consultation meeting with an expert or group of experts who have prepared a scientific anti-corruption expert report for the draft regulatory act.
Sending a letter justifying acceptance or non-acceptance of expert recommendations
In the event of disagreement with the recommendations of the expert opinion, the developer must send a response to KazNU or the Institute within 10 working days, stating the reasons for disagreement.

If the report contains recommendations that do not fall within the competence of the developer, the developer sends them to the state authorities whose competence includes considering such issues in order to form an appropriate position. 

Within 7 working days of receipt of the report, the state authorities that are competent to consider the issues raised in the expert opinion are obliged to take measures to consider the recommendations and submit the relevant information to the developer.

Re-expertise
In the event that the draft legislation has undergone conceptual changes with regard to the comments and proposals made by the Presidential Administration, the Cabinet Office of the Prime Minister and the justice authorities, the draft should be sent for a second expert review. The re-examination will take up to 5 working days.
